Experiential Program for Preparing School Principals

 AGREEMENT 
If you are selected to participate in this program, there are certain expectations of which you must be aware and to which you must be willing to commit.  They are as follows:

1. Students must successfully complete 36 semester credits in the program.  The courses will be different in several respects from similar courses offered in the past, in the areas of content and methodology, and also field-based requirements. There will be no exceptions to this rule!

2. Every person must take six credits each semester, including the summer sessions, for the two-year period.  During the school year classes will meet Tuesdays and Thursdays from 7:00 to 9:30 P.M.  Advance notice will be given of any deviations.  Students will be informed during the spring semester of the upcoming summer schedule.  Summer classes (usually between early June and late July) will be held during the evenings.  Several experiences, such as workshops and special events, will be held during the day.

3. Students should expect to spend 40 to 50 hours in field-based experiences during the four semesters during the school year.  Summer field-based experiences will vary and be individually arranged.

4. Course work will be demanding.

5. Attendance and punctuality for all classes, as well as other formal sessions, are an expectation of all students.  Written statements are required for each tardy and absence.

With the above in mind, we ask that you affirm the following statement:

If selected for the Experiential Program for Preparing School Principals (EPPSP), I agree to enroll as a member of my cohort group for the spring semester and to continue in the program until its completion in December, two years later.  The only exception will be extenuating circumstances.

I understand that unsatisfactory performance may lead to dismissal from the program.  The faculty will explain the poor performance within a reasonable amount of time in advance, providing me an opportunity to attain satisfactory performance.

I agree to give reasonable advance notice to the directors of my intention to withdraw from the program and to discuss the reasons for that action with them before formal withdrawal.
