Program Planning Guide

1. When entering the program, you will set up a meeting with your advisor to discuss your interests in teaching and learning. This time will be used to begin building a relationship with your advisor as well as entering into the Butler Community. It is also an ideal time to ask questions and begin preparing for your program here at Butler University.

2. Take your areas of interest and create a web. Make a copy of this web for yourself and for your advisor. You will be asked to revisit this web throughout your program.

3. Accompanied with the web are your learning goals. Write these out. What are the things that you want to know more about? What would you like to get out of your graduate program here at Butler University? Visit our METL goals and National Board Propositions to link them to your learning goals.

4. Next, consider both experiences and courses as a means to develop your knowledge, skill, and understanding in your areas of interests. What courses do you feel will meet these needs? What other courses and/or experiences will help you fulfill your learning goals?

5. Bring this information with you for your second meeting with your advisor. At this time you will fill out the Course Planning Sheet in pencil. This may change over time. When changes are made, you need to consult your advisor to make sure all necessary requirements are being fulfilled.

6. Set up additional times to meet with your advisor. This will act as a check-in point to reflect on learning goals and courses. Each time bring your web, learning goals, and any revisions you have made. Your program is shaped by your individual needs and by meeting regularly we will be able to make sure these are met.
