D.  ELECTIVES

NOTE:  126 hours are required for graduation from the University.  At least 40 of the 126 hours needed for graduation must be in upper division courses – courses numbered 300 or above.

E.  TESTING REQUIREMENTS – registration is at www.ets.org

PRAXIS I – PPST (Pre-Professional Skills Test) is a basic skills test for admission to Teacher Education and licensure in the State of Indiana. It must be taken in the freshman year.  The 3-part battery of tests measures the ability to understand, analyze and evaluation written messages, solve mathematical problems with skills and knowledge acquired through secondary school, and write effectively.

PRAXIS II – Specialty Area Tests are required for teaching licensure in the state of Indiana.  The tests measure understanding of the content and methods applicable to the specific subject areas.  These tests should be taken before student teaching.

Please note:  If you follow this specified plan you will have met the core curriculum course requirements, the Butler University graduation course requirements, and the initial Indiana licensing course requirements.

F.  CPR/HEIMLICH REQUIREMENT

Applicants who receive an ‘initial’ teacher’s license must have successfully completed training in:
1.  cardiopulmonary resuscitation that includes a test demonstration on a mannequin;
2)  moving a foreign body causing an obstruction in an airway; and,
3)  the Heimlich maneuver.
A copy of your CPR/Heimlach certification is required for original licensure.
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
