Break the Butler  Code:  
CC 101, PE 101, SP 204…what are people talking about? You may have noticed that classes are rarely called by
name, but rather by catalog number. For example, instead of your advisor asking, “How is your First Year Seminar class
going?” s/he might say, “How is CC101?” This can be extremely confusing at first. Soon enough, however, you’ll be 
familiar with the lingo too. Here is a little insight:

If a class is geared toward first-year students, it will likely have a 100-level number such as 101, 102, 103, etc. Some
classes are sequenced, meaning you’ll need to complete one section before moving on to the next. For example, CC
101 must be completed before moving on to CC 102. Generally speaking, the following is a guideline for course 
numbers and class standing, though it is not uncommon for first-year students to take some upper-level courses or for
a senior to be in one of your introductory courses: 

100-level = first year   |   200-level = second year   |   300-level = junior year   |   400-level = senior year

The numbers are easy. The letters are slightly more complicated. The letter tells you what department is offering the
class. Here is a small sampling to show you the variety: 

EN = English   |   SP = Spanish   |   PS = Psychology   |   MDA = Media Arts   |   PO = Political Science
PX = Pharmacy   |   JR = Journalism   |   ED = Education   |   CH = Chemistry   |   MG = Management

On your class schedule, you also may notice a “MWF” or a “TR.” These indicate the days of the week your class will
meet. If you have questions, contact the instructor before classes begin.

MWF = Monday, Wednesday and Friday   |   TR = Tuesday AND Thursday   |   R = Thursday 

Finally, each major at Butler is housed in one of five colleges. Each has its own acronym: 

LAS = College of Liberal Arts and Sciences   |   COPHS = College of Pharmacy and Health Sciences
JCFA = Jordan College of Fine Arts   |    COE = College of Education
CBA = College of Business Administration
