Basic Outline of the Honors Program

You may want to use this as a checklist!
Part I:  
Four Honors Courses, worth 2 credits each:


_____HN 100 (or HN 198-199) – for freshmen only


_____HN 200 – focus on one masterwork, artist, writer, time period, etc. 


_____HN 300 – look at a topic with a broader interdisciplinary theme


_____HN 200 or 300 

You must take at least one HN 200 and at least one HN 300.  We believe both thinking skills are very important!  You must earn a grade of B or higher to have the course count towards honors credit. You have until you graduate to complete the courses, but we recommend having them done within the first four or five semesters. 

Make sure to choose more than one honors course at registration as some courses fill very quickly.  We do keep waitlists for honors courses so if you absolutely have to have a specific course, please let us know!  

Other options: 

· You may take a course abroad and have it count as an honors course.   You must have the course approved PRIOR to going abroad.

· You may set up an Honors Tutorial, an independent study in which you explore a topic one-on-one with a faculty member

(This course gives you background research and skills in your chosen 


thesis area.  Best taken fall junior year, or fall P2 year in pharmacy.)


_____HN 397 or 398, Honors Independent Study Thesis Proposal 



(This course gives you credit for researching and writing your thesis 


proposal.  Best taken spring junior year, or spring P3 year.)


_____XX499 – Honors Thesis – optional credit


(This gives you 3 hours credit on your transcript for your honors 


thesis.  Taken in the area of your thesis; e.g. EN499 in English, BI499


in Biology, etc.  Taken either fall or spring senior year, or P4 year.)
