sophomore review requirements

All Honors students will be reviewed at the end of their sophomore year, i.e., after four semesters.  To remain in the program, they must receive either Pass or Provisional Pass.  Requirements are as follows:

PASS:



a minimum of 64 credit hours



a GPA of at least 3.4



3 HN courses*



8 cultural events†

PROVISIONAL PASS:



a minimum of 60 credit hours



a GPA of at least 3.4



2 HN courses*



4 cultural events†

*
Students who joined the program during or after the freshman year must have completed 2 HN 

courses for Pass and 1 HN course for Provisional Pass.

†
In order to pass the sophomore review, students must have attended 2 cultural events for every 

semester in which they were in the Honors Program, i.e., 6 events if you came into the program after 

your first semester at Butler.  You need to have attended two cultural events for a Provisional Pass.

All students have the right of petition to waive certain criteria.  Those students in 5 or 6 year degree programs who do not pass sophomore review but who wish to complete the Honors Program may contact the Honors Program office.

Note:  We have lowered the passing GPA to 3.4 because we are performing this review before the end of the second year.  [With the completion of the Honors Program, a GPA of 3.5 earns cum laude;

 3.7 earns magna cum laude; 3.9 earns summa cum laude upon graduation.]

Students are required to take one of each the following courses - 4 courses total:

HN 100 or 200

HN 200

HN 300

HN 200 or 300

Note: Honors students will lose the registration bonus if they do not complete one HN course within the first two semesters of entering the honors program, or two HN courses within the first three semesters of entering the honors program.  The honors office will accept a letter of petition to retain the registration bonus if the letter is signed by the student as well as the student's academic advisor. The letter should explain why the student has not yet taken an honors course and should outline when s/he intends to do so.
