Freshman Year
During your first semester as an honors student you will take an HN 100 course.  The HN 100 courses are designed specifically for freshmen; this is your first opportunity to interact with other honors students in the classroom.   

What do we expect of you?  
A willingness to try what may be a different approach to the classroom: hands-on learning, experiential education, field trips, guest speakers, group projects, class discussions, and so on.  This will be your first opportunity in the program to begin thinking “outside the box,” and we hope you’ll enjoy sharing your thoughts with your faculty and classmates.  

We also expect you to start attending cultural events this first semester.  There are plenty to choose from.  If you aren’t sure if something counts as an event, ask! 

Finally, we expect and hope that you’ll find camaraderie among the honors students in general.  To get involved in the program watch for special honors events – we will frequently provide tickets to plays or other Butler events.   Each fall the honors program has volunteered to be “spookers” at the Indianapolis Children’s Museum Haunted House.  We will have another event for freshmen at the end of the first semester, before finals, and you can always join the Student Honors Council, our autonomous student group!  

Second semester your freshman year you should take either HN 200 or HN 300.  You can take these courses in any order.  (Note: If you are taking HN 198-199 you also need HN 200 or 300 this semester.)
