Senior Year
P4 for Pharmacy students
In your senior year you should mainly be focused on your honors thesis.   Finish up any remaining honors requirements: courses, cultural events.  Check your senior audit (comes late August/early September) to make sure you are on track.   

You may take XX499 (in your thesis area) in either the fall or spring semester.  If you take the course in the fall, you will be given an incomplete grade until your thesis is submitted.  The course is worth three credit hours and typically is an independent study.  If you are writing a thesis in two areas you may take XX499 in each if approved by the departments (for example, English and Journalism: EN499 in fall and JR499 in spring).
You are required to do an oral presentation of your thesis.  Many students use the Butler Undergraduate Research Conference (BURC) as a venue.  You may also opt to present at other research conferences, in a relevant course, or at another function.  It is important that your thesis advisor attend your presentation.  

The honors thesis submission draft (first draft) is due in the honors office near the end of March.  You and your advisor will select a thesis reader – another faculty member – to review your work.  The honors program facilitates handing your thesis submission to your reader.  The thesis reader may make suggestions for changes or improvements to your thesis.  You have until the end of April to submit your final draft.  Once your advisor and reader have approved your final draft, the honors director will also approve your thesis. 

One copy of your Honors thesis will be bound and shelved in the library.  You may order additional copies for yourself, your advisor(s), your family, etc.
