Sophomore Year
Sophomore year we expect that you continue to take HN 200 and 300 courses, one per semester.  You will be finishing other core curriculum and will be getting more courses in your major, so you should consider taking honors courses in areas that you might never have a chance to study otherwise.  For instance, if you are a science major but have always had an interest in film or literature, consider an honors course in one of these areas instead of science.  Branch out!  Explore your options!  

Sophomore year is also a great time to study abroad.  Before you go, be sure to see whether a course you take abroad can count for an honors course.  

Continue attending and reporting cultural events, and continue being active in the honors program.  Perhaps you can volunteer to serve as a mentor to new honors students, and/or serve on the Student Honors Council.  

Spend some time in the spring of your sophomore year thinking about your junior year (or third year).  Have you found any areas or topics that really excite you – areas that you could consider for your thesis topic?  You should have an idea that will lead you toward the applicable Departmental Honors Course in your intended thesis area.  See “Junior Year” for more information.
