Testing Information
PRAXIS I
Praxis I, (PPST) is one assessment that may be used for admission to Butler’s Teacher Education program.  In addition, Indiana State Teacher licensure requires successful completion of appropriate Praxis II exams. The Praxis website, www.ets.org/praxis, is the best way to get the latest listing of information, news and more.  Specific tests required for Indiana and the necessary scores are listed here.  

What is Praxis I:  Academic Skills Assessment/Pre-Professional Skills Tests (PPST)?  
The tests were developed by the Educational Testing Service to assess basic proficiency in reading, writing and mathematics.  The skills tested include the ability to understand, analyze and evaluate written messages, solve mathematical problems with skills and knowledge acquired through secondary school, and write effectively.  Tests at a Glance sample items are available at www.ets.org/praxis.

Praxis I tests are available in two formats:

(1) Paper-based tests---Administered at numerous times (7-9) throughout the year at various locations around the state and US.

Last posted date for fall is November 12 with registration deadline of October 13 through www.ets.org
(2)   Computer-based tests—administered at local testing centers by appointment.  They contain the same type of questions, the same distribution of content, and have the same amount of test time as do the paper-based tests.   To schedule, simply call a Sylvan Learning center and talk with someone in their Prometric Testing Center.

Who should take the Praxis I?  Students seeking admission to our teacher education program who do not have an ACT with a score of at least 24 based on Math, Reading, Grammar and Science or an SAT with a score of at least 1100 based on Critical Reading and Math.
When should the basic skills tests be taken?  We recommend that students taket he basic skills test prior to the start of their first semester at Butler. Students should satisfy the basic skills requirement by the end of the freshman year.  Test registration may be done at www.ets.org/praxis or at a Prometric Testing Center.  Students should read the material very carefully.  Listed below are the dates that the PRAXIS I paper pencil tests will be given in our area. What are the standards for satisfying the Basic Skills Requirement?
For admission to Butler University Teacher Education Program and for Indiana licensure:


Praxis I Composite Score of 527 or
Reading Score
 
176 and above (CBT at Prometric Testing Center – 176 and above)

Mathematics Score
175 and above (CBT at Prometric Testing Center – 175 and above)

Writing Score

172 and above (CBT at Prometric Testing Center – 172 and above)

or

ACT score of 24 and above

or

SAT score of 1100 and above

What happens if students fail one or more of the basic skills tests?

Students who do not achieve an acceptable score on the three tests may retake one or more of the tests at a subsequent test date.  Students who have not passed one or more of the tests are encouraged to seek remediation of the skills before repeating the test(s).
Is it possible to study for the Praxis exams?  The answer is a qualified ‘yes’.  While students cannot study a specific body of content from which the test questions are drawn, they can certainly take steps, which will improve and sharpen the skills which are measured on the tests. Recommendations

•The Specialty Area Test(s) may be scheduled when the majority of the major and/or minor courses have been completed.  Individuals needing more than one specialty test should plan carefully because of the limitations as to when one can schedule the tests.

•Candidates for an Indiana teaching license should avoid scheduling any of the tests during their last summer before desired employment.  It takes six weeks for the scores to be received at the University so that the license application process can be completed.  Most school corporations will be very reluctant to hire individuals who will not have a license at the beginning of the school year.
