Butler University Staff Assembly Minutes

August 22, 2002

Jon Hind called the meeting to order at 2:08 PM.  Natalie Smith of the Communications Committee introduced Mike Gardner, VP Operations, as the first guest speaker.

· Mike informed us of the changes to the Operations structure.  Craig Hardee will be the director of the Construction Group, Harry Brown will direct the TEMP Group (Telecommunications, Electrical and Mechanical, Plumbing), Charles Scott will head up the Project Management Team, Ron Howe is the Landscape Architect, Nick Hill is the director of Building Services, and Donna Aust is the director of Campus Services

· New construction and maintenance of existing structures are the focus of Operations

· Residence Halls are the priority followed by academic buildings

· BUPD’s main focus is crime awareness and prevention.  They are currently offering RAD training

· The renovated Lilly Hall will feature 50,000 square feet in the old courtyard and will be open for classes in the Spring.  Robertson will then be renovated to feature a 125-seat recital hall

Doug Clark of IR and Stephanie Arrington of University Relations introduced the new web-based campus calendar.

· They thanked all of those involved with the planning committee, passed out a fact sheet, and ran through an actual demo of the calendar

· Existing resources (particularly Resource 25) were used

· People should continue to schedule events as usual through Conference and Event Services

Bob Marcus, Vice Chair, introduced the Committee Reports

Communications – Andy Ryan said his group is working on the website, the “Whaddayathink” luncheons and info for the back of the flyers.  They are working on the Staff Assembly website with Kim White

Nominations and Elections – Mike Borden reported that the group presented a proposal to the Executive Committee to add a Treasurer position.

Faculty Relations – Mary Paugh – group is working on the “Whaddayathink” luncheon with the Communications Committee.

Staff Development – Patti Colip reported they need more volunteers for Blue’s Buddies.  Forms can be obtained from Patti or OD.  The program kicks off the first week of September.  Training started last week.  

Employment Affairs – Irene reported her group addressed the issue of charges to campus groups by Clowes Hall.  She said Elise stated that Clowes does not receive funding from Butler but does pay Butler for utilities, etc.  The group wants to remind everyone that the smoking policy is 20’ from building entrances.  They are working on an employee recognition program.

Activities and Socials – Jane Clark said the first department social (Career Services) went well and about 100 were in attendance.  People have expressed interest in Runnning and Ballroom Dancing clubs.  

UPDATES

Bob mentioned there are vacancies on the Nominations and Elections, Employee Affairs, and the Activities and Socials Committees.

Parking – Mike Gardner presented the facts and then took questions.  He stated there are 2777 available parking spaces, over 3500 full-time undergraduates, and about 800 faculty and staff.  The new changes came about through recommendations to the cabinet by a group of faculty/staff/students last fall.  Hinkle is now all commuter, which is a better, more efficient use of the space, as well as incentive for commuters in the Butler Tarkington neighborhood to walk to class.  The Schwitzer lot is now all resident parking.  There is now Faculty/Staff parking on both sides of 46th St.  There are virtually the same number of Faculty/Staff spots, 49 more commuter spots, 253 more visitor spaces, and 39 less resident spaces.  Clowes and Lake Rd. are all visitor.  There is no open parking.  Parking will be enforced from 8 AM to 3 PM and will begin 8/26 with a two-week grace period.  For added safety, electronic transmitter pendants will be available for $75 and a $50/yr service charge.  They will activate the nearest pole in case of emergency.
