Proposed Changes for Campus Café
Aramark assessment and recommendations from on site visits suggest challenges with the current dining hall now.  Challenges include:  mirrored cafes, layout size, C-Club location and a non-convenient Convenience Store.  A 1.5 – 2 million investment is needed, but renovations to come in phases.  Campus cuts will help Butler’s investment in this project, and Aramark investing too.  Revenue gains will come from closing ResCo dining operations and increasing seating capacity among other things.  Phase I (Atherton Renovation), Phase II (ResCo Closing) and Phase III (C-Club expansion) are all in the planning stages.
