Butler University Staff Assembly Minutes

I. Bob Marcus, Chairperson, called the meeting to order.
II.  
New staff members were introduced and given a pin.
III.
Ken Creech, Professor in Telecommunication Arts, presented information on the exploration of the potential sale of WTBU. This was recommended by the faculty of the department and the exploration was approved by the trustees. The reason for the potential sale is that the curriculum in the department has changed and there are other outlets and opportunities for student programming on the local cable stations and the campus cable system. Any profits would be spent on enhancements of the Telecommunications programs.

Joe Indiano, Information Resources, announced some changes for PC users on campus. To make computers more reliable & manage virus protection, a campus wide computer automated update will be made when needed. Users will either be able to manually do updates when a “globe” icon appears informing him/her of an available update or it will be done automatically when the machine is logged off at night. Computers should not be shut down at the end of the day. A mailer will be sent out to everyone to give more information. The first update will occur on January 5.
V.        Beth Couture, Women’s Basketball Coach, and LaVall Jordan, Men’s Basketball, gave updates on their two sports programs.


VI.       Michele Atterson, Disability Services, gave an orientation to her department and the services that they offer to students with disabilities. She reported that there are 137 students registered with the office requesting services. This includes students with certified learning disabilities, psychiatric conditions, vision/hearing conditions and mobility impairments. 
VII. Margaret Brabant, Director of the Center for Citizenship and Community, shared the center’s programs and encouraged staff involvement with some of the upcoming programs. VIII. Sarah Allison, President of the Panhellenic Council, presented an overview of the Council and their activities.
