IV. Dr. Fong, Butler University President, discussed the Board of Trustee retreat, Board approval Strategic Plan and 9 initiatives; 10 Faculty were given tenure; written remarks were sent via email and available online.  2 Honorary Degrees will be given during Commencement.  Our Board received a report from Brailsford & Dunlavey, which had been commissioned to explore the feasibility of third-party financing of construction of a campus fitness center and residential housing for upperclassmen. The firm returned an opinion based on a prospective project that would include a fitness center with recreational/exercise swimming pool and health/counseling facilities, a 500-bed apartment complex, and additional surface parking for 500 cars, for total construction costs in the range of $50-55 million. The consultants field-tested the general concept with a developer and underwriter, and both found such a project in principle economically feasible and attractive.  Three locations were discussed as optional sites for Wellness Center.

VI. Mike Gardner, VP Operations discussed the upcoming construction projects. Robertson Hall Chapel renovation will begin 1st week of April.  140 seat recital hall at completion.  Construction will last approx. 6 months.  Steam line in Mall will be replaced and JH 141 will be renovated to seat 220.  Wellness Center project plans to be complete fall 2006.  Any changes to existing Health Center will need approval from Neighborhood Association.
