Patti Colip, as Chair  introduced:


Dr. Fong, President of the University  – Gave the staff an update on the Gender Equity Commission, and read the names of those on the commission.  Dr. Fong will meet with the commission , who will decide their charge and meet regularly for the next two years.  The commission will report directly to Dr. Fong.  


Basketball coaches -  Head coaches Beth Couture, Women’s Head Coach and  Todd Lickliter, Men’s Head coach talked of their teams upcoming schedule, the make up of the teams members and their individual thoughts on the 2004-05 season.  The coaches were very anxious to have the participation during the games and as fans of the Staff Assembly. 


Mike Gardner, Operations Vice President – introduced the architects for the new Residence Village, Activity Center and Health and Counseling Center. 

With an apartment complex of 500 beds and 181,000 square feet and a fitness and health facility totaling 81,250 square feet, the Butler University leadership seeks to appease the long-withstanding housing and health facility deficiency.  The architects gave a 40 minutes presentation and Mike Gardner answered questions from the staff assembly.  While the apartments will only be available to juniors and seniors, the fitness facility may be used by all Butler students. The health facility will include basketball and recreation courts, an indoor jogging track, an aquatics area including a lap pool and leisure pool, weight and fitness space, multipurpose rooms, lounge and juice bar, campus health and counseling services, offices and lockers. 

Through this project, Vice President of Student Affairs Levester Johnson wants to take residential life to the next level. He hopes the complex will create a community in which units interact, support and socialize with one another. “We’re seeking to embrace a village-type concept,” Johnson said. “We want the facilities to have a feel of independence and privacy.” The complex will also contain computer labs, conference rooms, study rooms and shared laundry facilities.
This same presentation has been made to the Faculty Assembly as well as to the Butler Tarkington Neighborhood.  Several questions were asked by the Staff regarding the recreation facilities, opportunities for staff to take advantage of the facilities, parking, the locations of both the residence village and the Activity Center and Health and Counseling Center.  Staff will be able to join the Activity Center; students will be paying an Activity Center Fee.  The village residence hopes to create an atmosphere of the neighborhood, with smaller rather than large buildings.  The Butler bowl will also be included in developing the landscaping around the village.  A walkway will connect the residence village to Hinkle Field House as well as to the Activity and Health and Counseling  Center.  The residence village will be located on Boulevard Place, north of 49th street to the present building on 52nd street that houses Jordan Dance Academy and Facilities Management.  The Activity and Health and Counseling center will be located where the “tennis bubble” is now located just by Lake Road.  The “tennis bubble” will be relocated on 52nd street by the baseball fields. Additional parking will be available, where the outdoor Hilton U. Brown theatre now stands. (this structure will be raised).  Parking will also be in front of the residence village as well as behind and along side the 52nd street building.  
After this presentation, Committee reports were given by the standing committees, new staff members were introduced and presented with a Butler Pin, and door prizes were handed out.  

Patti Colip adjourned the meeting.
