Minutes – February 21, 2007 - 2:00 p.m. - Jordan Hall 141

(Attendance – approximately 141)
Doug Clark welcomed everyone in attendance and then introduced Dr. Bobby Fong as the guest speaker.  

Dr. Fong had been invited to speak to the Assembly about the compensation study and the salary pool that was approved at the Board of Trustees meeting in early February.  Dr. Fong made some of the following points:

· 79% of the budget is tuition driven.
· The salary pool is the largest percentage of the budget.

· The compensation study has been completed for the faculty, however, the one for the staff is not yet completed.  The primary reason for this is the large number of job titles.  Right now, there are approximately 300 different staff job titles and, hopefully, following the completion of the study, this number can be reduced to closer to 100.

· The preliminary draft of the study is expected sometime in March.

· It will take two – three years following the completion of the study to get the salaries in line.

· Admissions are 160 deposits ahead of last year at this same time.

· 915 is our goal for the 2007 freshmen class.

· Tuition increase will be a 5.5%.

· Salaries are the first priority.

· The Gender Study recommendations are expected by the end of February.
The following committee reports were given:

Faculty Relations – Bob Marcus reported the committee is developing a new program that will feature a faculty and a staff member each month called “Who’s THAT?”  More information will follow as this program develops.  Bob also encouraged staff to attend the Faculty Brown-bag lunches on Wednesdays at noon.

Activities and Socials – Cheryl Jenson announced the upcoming Travel Network where Tom Dolan will give a presentation on France.

Communications – Jo Wagoner informed the Assembly that there will soon be a suggestion box on the Butler HUB using Survey Monkey.

Employment Affairs – It was reported that a new policy on flextime is in the process of being written.

Nick Walker, 2003 Butler graduate, was introduced as the new assistant director in Alumni & Parent Programs.
