Susie Bremen introduced the guest speakers:

Claire Nicholson - a Butler junior and president of the EO student organization.  Claire spoke about various projects the organization is involved with such as:

· Helping with having bins more assessable and identifiable

· Educating the neighborhood  about recycling
· Earth Day/Week – April 20 – 27 – Projects will be on the Digest that people can volunteer to help with
· The organization members will be putting signs in each of the campus building highlighting the recycling bins.

· They will be assisting with a tree-planting project on April 21

· The group will assist with the clean-up after the Downtown Celebration on April 28.

Dick Hamm – Director of Building Services.  Dick informed the Assembly about how we are recycling on campus:
· Offices – the small blue containers are for most any kind of paper except for slick paper.  The contents are taken to the large green bins or totes.  Ray’s Trash Service then picks up.

· Recycle stations – there are 32 stations across campus.  A station includes three bins: one each for paper, co-mingle (aluminum cans and plastic bottles), other trash.
· Cardboard compactor – this is located at the Atherton Union dock.

· Grants have been submitted to assist in the funding for the recycling program.

Everyone was invited to join the ECO Group which meets on the third Thursday of each month from 11:00 a.m. – 12:00 noon in the Irwin Library.

The following committee reports were given:

Faculty Relations – Susie Bremen reported that “Who’s THAT?” program will soon be starting.  This is totally a volunteer initiative.  It will be housed on the Staff Assembly webpage and the Butler HUB and will also be on the Digest once a month.
Employment Affairs – Planning is in process for the annual Campus Clean-up on May 1, 8:30 a.m. – 11:30 a.m.  More information will be forthcoming.

Activities and Socials – Cheryl Jenson announced the next Travel Network will be on Tuesday, March 27 and Bill Neher will make a presentation on Africa.  In April, they will be doing something on Indiana and local traveling.
By-Law change presented – Doug gave a PowerPoint presentation on changing the Staff Assembly By-Laws.  The changes include increasing the Executive Committee from 9 members to 12 members and all officer positions would be extended from 1 – 2 years.
