The award is to be applied toward academic expenses for full-time graduate studies at Butler or other institutions (according to the terms of the grant, preference is given to students admitted to Radcliffe and Harvard); or for the senior year of undergraduate study at Butler.

AN APPLICATION CONSISTS OF:  1) The completed application form; 2) An official transcript of grades; 3) A thoughtful essay (400-500 words) describing your professional goals and commitment to further study and learning; 4) Letters from two faculty members evaluating your potential for success in your chosen field; and 5) A resume (maximum of two pages) highlighting relevant academic, service, and professional activities as an undergraduate student.  

The letters should be submitted with the application materials, each in a sealed envelope with the faculty member's signature across the flap.  All five elements of the application should be submitted TOGETHER in a single packet.  A quality essay describing the relationship of your academic experiences at Butler University (including but not limited to research, thesis writing, service, Honors work…) to your future goals and graduate studies is a very important part of a successful application.
