For this activity, you will create a touch panel that plays an audio clip about your professional identity. We’ll be using the following tools:

· Snowball mic

· Introduce yourself
· Include one pedagogical value/belief
· Give an example of a specific technology aligned to that value/belief
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Next, think of a symbol that represents your response above. In the space below, sketch this symbol.

At least one element needs to touch the edge of your paper. We’ll connect a wire to that edge.
